	1
	Abraham at home
	A long time ago, God talked to a man named Abraham and asked him to move himself and his family to a new country that was far away.

	Abraham on journey
	Abraham was obedient to God and left his home, and his relatives.  He followed God to a new country where he made a new home.

	4
	Jacob’s family
	One of Abraham’s grandsons was named Jacob.  Jacob grew up, married and raised a big family.  Jacob had 12 sons.  That is a big family.

	Jacob giving Joseph a multi colored coat.
	One of the youngest of his sons was named Joseph.  Jacob loved Joseph more than all of his other sons.  Jacob even gave Joseph a special coat that was made of many different colors.  This made his brothers jealous.  They decided they didn’t like their brother Joseph; they hated him.

	6
	Joseph on a bed
	Then something happened that made Joseph’s brothers hate him even more.  One day Joseph had a dream.

	7
	Picture of sun moon and stars
	You know how when you dream, sometimes you see things that seem silly or see things that are hard to understand?  Joseph’s dream was like that.  In his dream, Joseph saw the sun and the moon and 11 stars.  As he watched, all of them bowed down to Joseph.

	Brothers talking to each other
	Joseph told his brothers about his dream.  They became angry with Joseph. Joseph’s brothers thought the dream meant that Joseph was going to be a ruler over them.  Joseph’s brothers were so angry they decided to get rid of Joseph.

	Brothers leading sheep to pasture
	Now Jacob and his sons were shepherds.  They tended flocks of sheep and goats and camels.  Every day he and his brothers would lead the animals out into the fields to graze on grass.

	Brothers by a well with Joseph’s coat
	So the next time they were in the field grazing their animals they grabbed Joseph, took his special many-colored coat and threw him in an old dry well where he was stuck and couldn’t get out.

	Joseph sitting in the bottom of a well
	Their plan was to leave Joseph there so he would die.  But God was with Joseph.  God had a plan for Joseph’s life.  God did not want Joseph to die.

	Caravan in the desert
	Later that day, a caravan of traders came by.  They were heading down to Egypt to trade spices and oils.

	Joseph’s brothers talking by the well with caravan standing by
	Joseph’s brothers decided it would be better to send Joseph to Egypt where they would never see him again rather than leave him to die in the bottom of the well.

	14
	Joseph being handed over to the traders for a bag of money
	So they pulled Joseph out of the well and sold him as a slave to the traders who took Joseph to Egypt.

	15
	Caravan with Joseph in the distance
	Joseph was gone, but what were the brothers going to tell their father?  They decided to pretend that a wild animal had killed their brother.

	16
	Jacob looking at coat with blood on it
	They took Joseph’s coat and dipped it in the blood of a goat.  When they showed the coat to their father, Jacob, he was sure Joseph was dead.

	17
	Joseph walking next to a camel with ropes binding his hands
	But Joseph was not dead.  Joseph was now a slave.  Joseph was forced to walk many miles through the desert on his way to Egypt.

	18
	Potiphar paying money to the traders for Joseph
	But God was with Joseph.  When Joseph reached Egypt, he was bought by the captain of Pharaoh’s Guard.  Pharaoh was the king of Egypt.  His name was Potiphar.

	Jacob giving Joseph a multi colored coat.
	Joseph was the favorite son of his father Jacob.

	8
	Brothers talking to each other
	Because of this Joseph’s brothers hated him.

	9
	Brothers leading sheep to pasture
	One day they decided they wanted to get rid of Joseph so they waited till they were out in the fields together. 

	14
	Joseph being handed over to the traders for a bag of money
	Joseph’s brothers sold Joseph as a slave to some traders who were headed to Egypt.

	16
	Jacob looking at coat with blood on it
	Joseph’s brothers told their father, Jacob, that wild animals had killed Joseph.

	18
	Potiphar paying money to the traders for Joseph
	But God was with Joseph.  When Joseph reached Egypt, he was bought by the captain of Pharaoh’s Guard.  A man named Potiphar.

	19
	Joseph working in Potiphar’s house
	Joseph worked for Potiphar for many years. And God was with Joseph.  Everything Joseph did God blessed.

	21
	Potiphar with arm around Joseph pointing to all he owns
	Potiphar noticed this and gave Joseph more and more work to do.  Finally, Potiphar put Joseph in charge of everything he owned.

	22
	Joseph supervising workers
	It was a lot of work for Joseph to do.  He had to manage a large house, all of the crops in the fields and everything Potiphar owned, but God was with Joseph.  Everything Joseph did, he did well and Potiphar was very happy with Joseph.

	Potiphar’s wife whispering in Joseph’s ear
	Joseph worked for Potiphar for many years, then one day something happened.  Potiphar’s wife came to Joseph and wanted Joseph to do bad things.

	Joseph refusing Potiphar’s wife
	Joseph refused.  He knew that God didn’t want him to do bad things and he knew that Potiphar would be mad at him.

	25
	Potiphar’s wife talking to Joseph and Joseph refusing
	But Potiphar’s wife kept on asking Joseph to do bad things.  Day after day Joseph said no.

	26
	Close up of Potiphar’s wife
	Finally Potiphar’s wife became so angry with Joseph she did a bad thing.

	28
	Potiphar’s wife pointing at Joseph in front of Potiphar
	She told lies about Joseph to her husband Potiphar.  Potiphar believed his wife

	29
	Joseph grabbed by soldiers
	And even though he liked Joseph, he had Joseph arrested. Then Potiphar threw Joseph in jail.  Joseph was miles and miles from home.  He didn’t know anyone.  No one was looking for him.  His father, Jacob, thought he was dead.  I am sure Joseph never felt so alone.

	Joseph sitting in prison
	But God was with Joseph, even in jail.  I know it looks bad for Joseph right now, but Joseph was in the exact place God wanted him to be.  And as you will see in the next few weeks, God will bless Joseph and take care of not only him, but also his whole family.

	Joseph’s brothers told their father, Jacob, that wild animals had killed Joseph.

	Potiphar paying money to the traders for Joseph
	But God was with Joseph.  When Joseph reached Egypt he was bought by the captain of Pharaoh’s Guard.  A man named Potiphar.

	Joseph working in Potiphar’s house
	Joseph worked for Potiphar for many years.

	25
	Potiphar’s wife talking to Joseph and Joseph refusing
	But Potiphar’s wife asked Joseph to do bad things.  Joseph said no.

	26
	Close up of Potiphar’s wife
	Potiphar’s wife became angry with Joseph so she did a bad thing.

	27
	Potiphar’s wife pointing at Joseph in front of Potiphar
	Potiphar’s wife told lies about Joseph to her husband Potiphar.  

	29
	Joseph escorted into prison by guards
	Potiphar believed his wife and had Joseph thrown into prison.

	30
	Joseph sitting in prison
	Was that fair?  No, it was not.  Was Joseph happy about being in prison?  I am sure he was not, especially since he had done nothing wrong.  In fact, he did the right thing and got in trouble for it.  But God was with Joseph, even in his prison cell and something good will come out of this, you just wait and see.  So what happened to Joseph in prison?

	Joseph working in prison
	The jailer gave all of the prisoners work to do.  Things like cleaning and passing out food.  Joseph was given work to do by the jailer.  

	32
	The jailer watching Joseph work
	So Joseph worked hard at his jobs.  When the other prisoners argued and got into fight, Joseph would help them to stop fighting and get along.  When the other prisoners were sad or lonely, Joseph was a friend to them and they felt better.

	33
	The jailer with his arm around Joseph pointing to the prison
	God made everything Joseph did turn out well. The jailer saw this and gave Joseph more and more work.  Soon the jailer put Joseph in charge of everything in the prison. 

	34
	Pharaoh’s palace with the cupbearer holding a cup and the baker holding a tray of baked goods
	Now, Pharaoh, king of Egypt, had many, many servants.  One of them was named the cupbearer.  He was the one who poured drinks for the Pharaoh and gave them to him.  Another of his servants was the baker.  His job was to bake bread and pastries and all kinds of baked goods for the king.  

	35
	The baker and cupbearer escorted into prison by guards
	One day the cupbearer and the baker did something to make Pharaoh angry.  Pharaoh had his servants arrest them.  Pharaoh threw them in the prison with Joseph.

	36
	Cupbearer and Baker sitting in prison
	After a time, something strange happened.  Both the cupbearer and the baker had a dream on the same night.  They thought that their dreams were important but they did not know what they meant.  So the next morning they were both very sad.

	37
	Joseph looking at cupbearer and baker
	Joseph saw this and asked them what was wrong.

	38
	The cupbearer and baker talking to Joseph
	They told Joseph that they were sad because they dreamed an important dream but there was no one to tell them what it meant.

	39
	Close up of Joseph
	Joseph told them that he could help them.  Remember how God had given Joseph a dream when he was younger?  I am sure that Joseph prayed to God and asked Him what the dream meant. And I am sure that God answered Joseph’s prayers and told him the meaning of his dream. So that is how Joseph knew that God would tell him the meaning of the baker’s and the cupbearer’s dreams. 

	40
	Joseph talking to the cupbearer and baker
	So Joseph told them that God knows what dreams mean.  If they would tell him their dreams then God would tell Joseph what the dreams meant.

	41
	Close up of cupbearer
	The cupbearer decided to go first.  He told Joseph about his dream.  In my dream, the cupbearer said, I saw three clusters of grapes.  I took the grapes and squeezed juice out of them into the Pharaoh’s cup and handed the cup to Pharaoh.

	42
	Joseph talking to cupbearer
	Joseph told him, this is what your dream means.  In three days Pharaoh will call for you.  He will forgive you for what you did wrong and give you your old job back.

	43
	Close up of baker
	The baker heard what Joseph had said to the cupbearer and was eager to tell Joseph about his own dream.  He said in my dream there were three baskets of bread on my head.  The birds were eating the bread out of the baskets.

	44
	Joseph talking to baker
	Joseph told him, this is what your dream means.  In three days Pharaoh will call for you but he will not give you your old job back.  He will punish you for what you did wrong.

	45
	Joseph talking to the cupbearer
	Then Joseph did something very wise.  He said to the cupbearer.  In three days, when you are in front of Pharaoh, please tell him about me.  I have been taken from my family and put in this prison even though I have done nothing wrong.  Ask Pharaoh to let me go home to my family.

	46
	Pharaoh in his palace
	Three days later it was Pharaoh’s birthday.  On his birthday, Pharaoh sent for his servants, the cupbearer and the baker.

	47
	Cupbearer with glass in front of Pharaoh as the baker is taken away by 2 guards
	Just as Joseph had said, Pharaoh forgave the cupbearer and gave him his job back, but he did not forgive the baker. Pharaoh had him punished.

	48
	Cupbearer handing a cup to Pharaoh
	But the cupbearer did not talk to Pharaoh about Joseph.  He forgot all about Joseph in prison.

	49
	Joseph in prison far away
	But even now, God was with Joseph and, as you will see, Joseph was exactly where God wanted him to be.  Joseph will spend 2 more years in prison.  Now I know that seems like a long time.  

	50
	Joseph in prison close up
	But God has a plan for Joseph and in two years, God will make Joseph a hero.  Joseph will go on to save the lives of many Egyptians and even the lives of his own family because God was with Joseph and Joseph was faithful to God.

	Cupbearer and Baker sitting in prison
	Then one night, something strange happened.  Both the cupbearer and the baker had a dream.  

	40
	Joseph talking to the cupbearer and baker
	They told their dreams to Joseph and Joseph told them what their dreams meant.  Joseph told the cupbearer that Pharaoh would give him his old job back.  He also told him to ask Pharaoh to let him go home to his family the next time he saw Pharaoh.

	47
	Cupbearer with glass in front of Pharaoh as the baker is taken away by 2 guards
	Just as Joseph had said, Pharaoh forgave the cupbearer and gave him his job back, but the cupbearer did not tell Pharaoh about Joseph.

	49
	Joseph in prison far away
	The cupbearer forgot all about Joseph.  But God did not forget about Joseph. Joseph was in prison for two more years but then something amazing happened.

	50b
	Pharaoh on his bed
	The Pharaoh had a dream.  He woke up and thought about his dream then he went to bed and had another dream.

	51
	Pharaoh in his court surrounded by his wise men
	In the morning, Pharaoh called for all his advisors and wise men and told them his dreams.  He asked them what his dreams meant because he was sure that they were important.

	52
	Close up of Pharaoh
	But no one could tell the Pharaoh what his dreams meant.  This made Pharaoh very unhappy and when Pharaoh was unhappy, everyone was unhappy.

	53
	Close up of cupbearer
	It was then that the cupbearer remembered Joseph and all that Joseph had done for him.

	54
	Cupbearer talking to Pharaoh
	So the cupbearer told Pharaoh about Joseph in prison.  

	55
	Pharaoh commanding his servants
	Pharaoh was very happy to hear this news.  He immediately sent for Joseph.

	56
	Pharaoh talking to Joseph
	Pharaoh asked Joseph if he could tell the meanings of dreams.

	57
	Joseph talking to Pharaoh
	Joseph told Pharaoh that he could not tell the meaning of dreams, but God, our God can.

	58
	Pharaoh talking with picture in bubble of cows and wheat
	So Pharaoh told Joseph his dreams.  In his dream, Pharaoh saw 7 fat cows come up out of the river and eat grass.  Then 7 skinny cows came up out of the river and ate up the fat cows.  But afterwards the skinny cows were still skinny. Then Pharaoh had another dream.  He saw 7 full healthy heads of grain growing in a field.  Then 7 shriveled parched heads of grain grew up next to the 7 healthy heads of grain.  The 7 shriveled heads of grain ate up the 7 healthy heads of grain.

	60
	Close up of Joseph
	Joseph told Pharaoh that both of his dreams meant the same thing.  God has shown Pharaoh what will happen in the future. 

	61
	Joseph talking to Pharaoh
	The 7 fat cows and the 7 healthy heads of grain were 7 good years where there would be plenty of food for everyone.  The 7 skinny cows and the 7 shriveled heads of grain were 7 bad years of famine that would follow.  During the 7 years of famine there would not be enough food for people to eat.

	Joseph talking to Pharaoh
	Then Joseph told Pharaoh what he should do.  He told Pharaoh to have his servants store up food during the good years when there is plenty of food in the land.  

	63
	Joseph talking to Pharaoh
	Then when the bad years come and there isn’t any food in the land of Egypt, the people could eat the food that was stored so they wouldn’t starve.  Joseph told Pharaoh that these things would happen soon so Pharaoh should appoint a man to be in charge of the land of Egypt to make sure that these things were done.

	Close up of Pharaoh pointing to Joseph
	Pharaoh was happy that Joseph was able to tell him the dream.  He also saw that Joseph was very wise and that God was with Joseph.  So Pharaoh did an amazing thing.  Pharaoh said that Joseph was the man.  Pharaoh wanted Joseph to be in charge of all that he had said.

	Pharaoh putting a robe on Joseph with Chariot in background
	Pharaoh made Joseph the second most powerful man in Egypt.  Pharaoh gave Joseph special robes and a chariot to ride in.

	Joseph didn’t have to go back to prison and I am sure that made Joseph happy.  But Joseph wasn’t free.  He was a slave to Pharaoh.  Joseph still couldn’t go home to see his father, Jacob. 	Pharaoh in his court surrounded by his wise men
	In the morning, Pharaoh called for his advisors and told them his dreams.  He asked them what his dreams meant because he was sure that they were important.

	Cupbearer talking to Pharaoh
	No one could help Pharaoh understand his dreams.  Then the cupbearer remembered Joseph in prison.  He told Pharaoh about Joseph.

	58
	Pharaoh talking to Joseph
	Pharaoh called for Joseph and told Joseph his dreams.

	57
	Joseph talking to Pharaoh
	God was with Joseph and told Joseph what Pharaoh’s dreams meant.  Then Joseph told Pharaoh about his dreams.  Joseph told Pharaoh that God was showing Pharaoh what was going to happen in the future

	63
	Joseph talking to Pharaoh
	There would be 7 years of good harvests and plenty of food in the land of Egypt followed by 7 years of bad harvests and little food in the land of Egypt.  Joseph told Pharaoh to store up food in the 7 good years so there would be food for people to eat in the 7 bad years.

	65
	Pharaoh putting a robe on Joseph with Chariot in background
	Pharaoh saw that God was with Joseph so he put Joseph in charge of all the land of Egypt.  It was Joseph’s job to collect and store the food for all the people of Egypt.

	66
	Joseph in a chariot
	So for 7 years Joseph traveled throughout the land of Egypt.  Joseph gathered up all of the extra food grown in those years because there was more food than the people could eat. 

	67
	Joseph with tablet looking at piles of grain
	During the 7 years of plenty, Joseph worked very hard.  Joseph stored the food he gathered in the cities of Egypt.  

	68
	Joseph throwing up hands at huge pile of grain
	There was lots of grain.  Huge piles of grain.  So much that Joseph couldn’t count it all.

	69
	Joseph family picture
	And God blessed Joseph.  Joseph got married and had two children.  

	70
	People talking to Pharaoh
	Then the 7 years of famine began.  No rain came on the land of Egypt so the crops couldn’t grow.  Soon the people became hungry and the cried out to Pharaoh.

	71
	Joseph selling grain to Egyptians
	So Joseph opened the storehouses of grain and sold food to the people of Egypt.

	72
	People from other countries going to Egypt to buy grain
	But Egypt wasn’t the only country that was suffering.  People from other countries were hungry too.  They heard that there was food in the land Egypt so they came to Egypt to buy food to feed their families.

	73
	Jacob telling his sons to go to Egypt
	There wasn’t enough food in the land where Joseph’s father, Jacob, and his family lived.  When Jacob heard that there was food in the land of Egypt he told his sons to go there and buy food.

	74
	Joseph’s brothers loading animals for the trip
	It was a long way to Egypt.  So Jacob’s sons, Joseph’s brothers, gathered up supplies and animals for the journey to Egypt.

	75
	Brothers heading out on journey
	These were the same brothers who were jealous of their brother Joseph many years ago.  So jealous that they sold him to slave traders heading to Egypt.

	76
	Brothers in distance going to Egypt
	Now they were headed to Egypt to buy grain from their very own brother.  Next week we will see what happened when Joseph met his brothers in Egypt.

	Pharaoh heard about Joseph in prison so he called for Joseph and he told Joseph his dreams.

	Joseph talking to Pharaoh
	God showed Joseph the meaning of Pharaoh’s dreams.  Joseph told Pharaoh that God was telling him what was going to happen in the future. Joseph told Pharaoh what his dreams meant.  Then he told Pharaoh what he should do to save the land of Egypt from the terrible famine that God had told Pharaoh about in his dream.

	One of the brothers, Judah spoke to Joseph.  He told Joseph that Benjamin was his father’s youngest son and his father would die of sorrow if Benjamin did not return to him.  Then he said something that showed Joseph that the brothers had changed.  Judah said, “Please let the boy go back to his father.  I will take his place and be your slave.”

	When Joseph heard this, he knew he could trust his brothers.  Joseph told his brothers who he was.  He said, I am Joseph, is my father still alive?”

	The brothers were very surprised and afraid.  Was this really Joseph that they had sent into slavery so many years ago?  Was he mad at them?  What was he going to do?

	Joseph tried to calm them.  He said, “Don’t be afraid.  You did not send me here. God sent me here ahead of you to save your lives, and the lives of many others.

	Joseph talking with his brothers
	Joseph talked with his brothers for a long time.  He told them, “Two years of famine are passed but five more are coming.  You must bring my father and all of your families here to Egypt where there is food and you will be safe.”

	Jacob hearing the news that Joseph is alive
	So the brothers went home and told their father that Joseph was alive!  They told him what had happened to them in Egypt and what Joseph had said.

	Jacob and his sons traveling to Egypt
	So Jacob, his children, his grandchildren and all his household traveled to Egypt.

	When they got there Joseph ran to meet his father Jacob.  He was so happy to see him.

	Tents of Israelites in the land of Goshen 
	The family of Jacob settled in the best part of Egypt where they could raise their flocks of sheep and goats.  The children and grandchildren and great grandchildren of Jacob lived in Egypt for many, many years until the time of Moses.  It was then that God told the people it was time to go home. 
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
