(Exodus 3:1-4:17)





Is Ole afraid of spiders? Yes, especially at the beginning of the skit but less so at the end.  Is Sven afraid of spiders?  I think so, especially big spiders.





Do you like spiders?  What do you like/dislike about spiders?





Are all spiders dangerous? No, but all spiders can bite you. Do you know what spiders are dangerous and which are not?  Some spiders, like the black widow or the brown recluse are dangerous and can hurt you if they bite you, but most common house spiders are not dangerous.  What do spiders do that is helpful? They eat other insects, like flies, that are pests. Is it a good thing that God made spiders? Yes.





Should you be afraid of spiders? No.  Why not? You should respect spiders because they can bite and some are poisonous, but you do not have to be afraid of them. As a general rule, spiders are much more afraid of you than you are of them because you are so much bigger than they are.

What did Moses do to help him with his fear of talking in front of others?  He told God about his fear.
