WHat if...


Some of you know that I am crazy about airplanes. And if you’re crazy about airplanes there’s no better place to be than at an event called AirVenture in Oshkosh, Wisconsin. 


AirVenture is the world’s largest air show. Over 10,000 planes and 500,000 visitors attend AirVenture over the course of week each summer. Two summers ago, I finally got to go with a couple friends from RCC.


One of the things we enjoyed most were the performances in the afternoons. We would sit in our lawn chairs in the same place each day and watch some amazing planes and pilots do there thing.


On the fourth day we decided to drop our phones off at a charging station while we watched the show. After the show we would usually sit for an hour or more next to the runway waiting for the crowds to subside. But on this day we remembered that the charging station closed at 5:00 and we left early. About ten minutes after we left a private jet crashed and plowed into the very spot where we were just sitting.


Moses was trying to be obedient by telling Pharaoh to let God’s people go. Pharaoh would not, even after 9 plagues were brought on him and the people of Egypt. Finally God sent one last plague and it was a terrible one. But God spared the people of Israel the pain, suffering and sorrow and he “passed over” them. God was with his people and would keep them safe.


Back at AirVenture, we surveyed the accident scene and quickly realized the plane came to rest right where we were sitting. Had we not charged our cell phones there’s no telling what would have happened to us. We were spared. We were “passed over.” Thankfully, no one in the plane was killed. And no one on the ground was hurt, either. God was looking out for a lot of people that day.





Here’s some strange and unusual facts we came across that we think you might find interesting and entertaining.





The first AirVenture was held in Milwaukee, Wisconsin and had 150 registered visitors.





During the week of AirVenture, the Oshkosh control tower becomes the busiest control tower in the world.





The most planes that visited AirVenture in one week was over 15,000. 





The most visitors at AirVenture in one week was over 700,000.





Over 4,000 volunteers are needed to run the event.





1,500 Porta-Potties are placed throughout Airventure and they use up over 2 million sheets of toilet paper during the week.





In 2002, a full 747 from Iceland dropped off a full load of visitors to AirVenture and they stayed all week. That’s 1 in every 500 Icelanders or .2% of the Icelandic population.
