I was a student pilot and I was about to take a short solo cross country flight to an airport 50 miles away as a part of my requirement to get my pilot’s license. I did the preflight on my little Cessna 152, hopped in the plane and got settled for the short flight. I took off straight out over Maple lake and was slowly climbing on that hot and humid summer day when my engine decided to quit, completely. I trained for this all the time but now the situation was real. 


I immediately pushed the plane over into a glide but quickly realized I was in the center of the lake and did not have enough altitude to make it to shore. I was going to have to ditch the small plane in the lake. I chose a spot near a raft full of kids. At least someone would see me go down and call for help.


About 100 feet above the lake I called in a MAYDAY but I knew I was too low to be heard by anyone. Seconds after my desperate radio call my instructor just happened to be next to a radio and told me to do “my check” one more time. I scanned the instruments and gauges and noticed that I had neglected to turn on my backup electric fuel pump. I wasn’t sure I was going to survive since I was now less than 30 feet above the water and needed to open the doors in case they became jammed on impact with the water.


Pharaoh finally let the Israelites leave Egypt. But once they were gone Pharaoh again changed his mind. He sent out his army to bring them back. If you know the story, you know how it turned out. But the Israelites had no idea what was going to happen. They were out of places to run because they were backed up against the Red Sea. Then, God showed up.


I flipped on the backup fuel pump switch and the 152’s engine immediately roared back to life. I gave it full power and got back into the pattern and landed safely, on a runway. God showed up. I know how the Israelites felt.
