	Picture of a town
	Paul grew up in a town called Tarsus.  Paul’s parents were Jewish and since they wanted Paul to know about God they sent him to school in far off Jerusalem.

	While he was there he studied under the great teacher Gamaliel.  Paul was a good student.  He studied the teachings of Moses and the prophets in the Old Testament.  Paul tried very hard to keep all of the laws that God had given the Jewish people.  Paul tried to always do the right thing.

	Paul pushing Christians
	But Paul believed that people who followed Jesus were wrong.  He thought they were working against God.  So Paul tried to stop them from telling others about Jesus.

	Paul watching as soldiers take Christians away
	Paul even had the followers of Jesus in Jerusalem arrested and put in jail for believing in Jesus.

	Paul talking to the High Priest
	Even this was not enough for Paul.  One day he went to the High Priest in Jerusalem.  Paul told him that he wanted to go to other cities and see if there were followers of Jesus there.  If there were, he wanted to bring them back to Jerusalem and put them in prison.

	High Priest handing Paul letters
	You see Paul thought he was helping God by arresting the followers of Jesus.  The High Priest agreed with Paul and gave him letters to give to the Jews in a city called Damascus.

	Paul and companions on the road
	Damascus was a long way from Jerusalem, over 100 miles.  So Paul took some men along with him and they traveled for several days.

	Paul and companions on the ground with bright light from above
	They were walking along the road about midday, very near to the city when, suddenly, a bright light shone out of the sky.  A light so bright that it out shone the sun.  Paul and the men with him were so surprised and the light was so bright that they fell to the ground.

	Paul sitting on the ground
	Then Paul heard a voice. It was Jesus speaking directly to him.  Jesus said, “Paul! Paul!  Why are you working against me?

	Close up of Paul
	Paul was trembling.  He said to the voice, “Who are you?”  And the voice said, “I am Jesus.  I am the one you are working against.”  Can you imagine how Paul felt?  He thought he was right and the followers of Jesus were wrong.  He thought Jesus was dead and now he hears Jesus talking to him from heaven.

	Paul sitting on the ground with arms lifted up
	Paul realized at that moment he had been fighting against God all along.  So Paul did a very brave thing.  Paul admitted he was wrong.  He said to Jesus, “Lord, what do you want me to do.”  And from that moment onward, Paul was a changed man.  He was a follower of Jesus.

	Paul sitting on the ground
	You see, God had great plans for Paul.  He wanted Paul to share the good news of Jesus to people all over the world.  But mostly God wanted Paul to know Him, to be his friend. Jesus talked with Paul that day.  Jesus told Paul to go into the city and He would send someone to tell Paul what to do.

	Paul and companions standing with light gone.  Paul with arms in front as if blind
	After the light had gone away, Paul found that he couldn’t see.  He was blind.  The men who were with Paul had seen the light but hadn’t heard God’s voice.

	They saw that Paul was blind so they took Paul by the hand and led him into the city of Damascus.

	Paul reading the Bible
	When Paul was a boy, he went to school in Jerusalem.  He studied under the great teacher Gamaliel.  Paul was a good student.  He studied the teachings of Moses and the prophets in the Old Testament.  Paul tried very hard to keep all of the laws that God had given the Jewish people.  Paul always tried to do the right thing.

	Paul pushing Christians
	But Paul believed that people who followed Jesus were wrong.  He thought they were working against God.  So Paul tried to stop them from telling others about Jesus.

	Paul talking to the High Priest

	Paul realized at that moment he had been fighting against God all along.  So Paul did a very brave thing.  Paul admitted he was wrong.  He said to Jesus, “Lord, what do you want me to do.”  And from that moment onward, Paul was a changed man.  He was a follower of Jesus.

	15
	On the road, Paul (with blindfold?) being led.
	The light from heaven went away so Paul and the men with him got up from the ground.  But Paul couldn’t see anything.  The light had blinded him.  So the men with Paul led him into the city of Damascus by the hand.

	16
	Paul sitting in a room
	Paul stayed in Damascus for three days.  All that time he didn’t eat anything or drink anything.  What did Paul do? I am sure that Paul wanted to think about what had happened to him.  Paul now knew that the followers of Jesus were right.  He knew that Jesus was the Son of God.

	17
	Close up of Paul sitting
	He must have thought about all of the things he had learned in school about God and all of the followers of Jesus he had put in prison.  For three days Paul sat in that house and thought about his life and prayed to God.

	18
	Ananias at home
	In another part of the city there was a man named Ananias.  Ananias was a follower of Jesus.  God spoke to Ananias and told him to go and see Paul and pray for him.

	19
	Close up of Ananias
	Ananias was surprised.  He had heard about Paul and what Paul had done to the followers of Jesus in Jerusalem and he knew that Paul had been sent to Damascus to arrest the followers of Jesus.  So Ananias was afraid of Paul.  He said to God, “But Lord, this man has come here to arrest all of your followers.”

	20
	Ananias going to see Paul
	But God told Ananias not to be afraid.  He said, “Go, I have chosen this man to tell all the world about Me.  He will talk to Kings and peoples of all nations.” So Ananias was not afraid.  He went to see Paul.

	21
	Ananias with hands on Paul
	He put his hand on Paul and said, “Brother Paul, you saw the Lord Jesus. He appeared to you on the road as you were coming here. He has sent me so that you will be able to see again.”

	22
	Paul standing
	Immediately Paul could see again.  The first thing Paul wanted to do was be baptized, so they did. 

	23
	Paul with cup in hand
	Paul had not had food or water for three days.  He was very weak.  But after eating and drinking a little he regained some of his strength.  Now, Paul wanted nothing more than to go and tell others what had happened to him.  He wanted everyone to know that Jesus was the Son of God.

	24
	Paul talking to people
	So that is what Paul did.  Paul went to the synagogue (that is the building where Jewish people worship God, just like a church) and told the people there about what had happened to him. He told them how he had met Jesus and become a follower.  

	25
	People listening to Paul
	Can you imagine how surprised the people were?  Everyone knew how Paul hated the followers of Jesus and had put them in prison.  Now here he was telling others the good news about Jesus.

	26
	People upset listening to Paul
	Some people who heard Paul believed him and were happy the he had changed.  Some were not happy.  They didn’t want Paul telling others about Jesus. 

	27
	Paul in a basket over the city wall
	Some of Paul’s friends found out that these people wanted to hurt Paul.  They told Paul he had to leave the city.  But the people who wanted to hurt Paul were watching the gate of the city.  They were waiting to grab Paul if he tried to leave.  So Paul’s friends put Paul in a basket and lowered him over the city wall with ropes.

	Paul walking away
	Paul left the city and went back to Jerusalem.  He wanted to talk with the followers of Jesus who were there and find out more about Jesus.

	Paul and Silas on the road
	So Paul immediately left and traveled on several missionary trips.  On one trip Paul and his friend Silas went to a city called Philippi.

	33
	Paul and Silas talking to people by river
	While they were there they told people about Jesus.  Many people believed and were baptized.

	34
	Paul healing a small girl
	One day Paul helped a slave girl.  She would tell people what she thought was going to happen to them.  That’s called fortune telling.  People would give the owners of the slave girl money to hear her tell their fortunes.  She was sick and Paul healed her.  After Paul healed her, the slave girl wouldn’t tell people’s fortunes anymore.

	35
	Two angry men with the slave girl
	The men who owned the slave girl were very mad at Paul and Silas because now they couldn’t earn any more money from the slave girl.

	36
	Slave owners and soldiers pushing Paul and Silas before a judge
	The slave owners dragged Paul and Silas before a judge and accused them of doing bad things.  

	37
	Paul and Silas being whipped
	The judge believed the slave owners.  He had Paul and Silas punished.

	38
	Paul and Silas taken by soldiers
	After that he sent them to prison.

	39
	Paul and Silas in prison cell
	The prison jailer put Paul and Silas in a cell and put chains on their feet to keep them from escaping.  Do you think Paul and Silas were happy about this?  I am sure they were not.  They were in a cold jail cell, their legs were chained together and their backs hurt so much from the punishment they had taken they couldn’t sleep.  What would you have done?  I know what Paul and Silas did.

	40
	Paul and Silas singing in prison
	Paul and Silas prayed and sang hymns to God.  How could they do that?  Paul and Silas knew that God was with them and God would take care of them no matter where they were.  And while things looked bad for them now, God was in control and He was going to make this work out for the best.  You see, Paul and Silas trusted God.  That’s how they could sing.

	41
	Prisoners listening to Paul and Silas sing
	So while Paul and Silas were singing hymns what were all of the other prisoners doing?  They were listening to Paul and Silas sing praises to God.  This might have been the first time they had heard about Jesus.

	42
	Prison damaged with doors open
	About midnight, there was a great earthquake.  The prison was shaken from top to bottom All the prison doors burst open.  The chains that held the prisoner’s legs opened up too.

	43
	Prison keeper looking at prison
	The earthquake woke up the keeper of the prison who ran to the jail.  He was very upset when he saw all of the damage and he thought all the prisoners had escaped.

	44
	Paul talking to prison keeper
	But Paul told the jailer it was OK.  All the prisoners were still here. 

	45
	Prison keeper talking to Paul
	At that moment, the jailer realized that Paul and Silas must be servants of the true God.  So he asked them, “What must I do to be saved?”  He wanted to become a follower of Jesus too. 

	46
	Paul and Silas eating at prison keeper’s house
	He took Paul and Silas to his house and washed their wounds and gave them some food and drink.  Paul told the jailer and his whole family about Jesus.  Everyone believed what Paul said and they were all baptized that very hour

	47
	Paul and Silas walking away from prison
	The next day Paul and Silas were allowed to go free because they had done nothing wrong.

	48
	Paul and Silas on the road again
	They said goodbye to all of the friends they had made in Philippi and continued on their trip.

	Paul speaking to a crowd
	Then Paul talked to the people.  Paul told them about how he met Jesus on the road to Damascus in a bright light.  He told them how God spoke to him and told him to go and teach all people in the world about Jesus.

	54
	Paul being led away from an angry crowd by soldiers
	When the people heard Paul say this they got angry and started shouting.  The Commander of the Roman soldiers thought Paul was going to be hurt so he told his soldiers to take Paul away.

	55
	The commander thinking in front of Paul in prison
	The soldiers locked Paul in a safe place.  The commander was trying to decide what he should do.  He wanted to know why everyone was mad at Paul. 

	56
	Men plotting to kill Paul while Paul’s nephew listens
	Meanwhile, 40 of the men who were mad at Paul made a plan.  They promised each other that they wouldn’t eat or drink anything until they had killed Paul.  Wasn’t that a terrible plan?  But Paul wasn’t in any danger.  God was watching over of Paul.

	57
	Paul’s nephew talking to Paul
	Paul’s nephew heard of the wicked plan to kill Paul and he immediately went to where Paul was being held and told him.  

	58
	Paul talking to a soldier in front of his nephew
	Paul asked one of the soldiers to take his nephew to the commander.

	59
	Paul’s nephew talking to the commander
	Paul’s nephew told the commander about the plot to kill Paul.  The commander told Paul’s nephew not to tell anyone that he had reported this to him.

	60
	Close up of Paul’s nephew
	Don’t you think that Paul’s nephew had to be very brave to stand in front of all of the soldiers and tell the commander what he heard?  He was a real hero that day.  He saved Paul’s life.

	61
	Paul marching with army at night
	The commander gathered up almost 500 of his soldiers.  That night, he had them take Paul out of the city and all the way to the city of Caesarea, where the Roman Governor lived.

	62
	Paul in jail
	Paul was put in jail.  He was kept in jail until the governor could figure out what had happened in Jerusalem and what to do with Paul.

	Governor Felix wasn’t sure whom to believe.  It was finally decided that Paul would be sent to Rome to have a fair trial.

	66
	Paul and soldiers boarding ship
	So Paul was taken down to a ship that was sailing to Rome.  He was guarded by Roman soldiers.

	67
	Ship on clear sea
	The trip started out fine and for a day the ship had smooth sailing. 

	68
	Ship leaning from the wind
	But soon the winds started to blow against the ship.  It made sailing slow and difficult.

	69
	Ship in storm
	Then a big storm came upon the ship.  The sky turned black as night, rain poured down in sheets and lightning streaked across the sky.

	70
	Sailors throwing boxes overboard
	The storm was so bad that even the sailors were afraid.  They were afraid that the ship would fill up with water and sink. So the sailors took the ship’s cargo and threw it overboard to make the ship lighter.

	71
	Paul standing on deck
	But Paul was not afraid.  God spoke to Paul and told him that He was going keep Paul and everyone on board the ship safe.  God had a job for Paul.  God wanted Paul to tell the people in Rome about Jesus.

	The storm drove the ship toward the island.  The ship ran aground on a sandbar when it was still a long way from the beach.  The waves broke up the back of the ship.

	Men jumping off the ship and in the water
	Everyone on board jumped into the water.  Some swam to shore, others floated on pieces of wood from the ship.  

	77
	People standing on the shore
	Everyone on the ship made it to shore safely, just as God had said.
