Way back in 1979 I was invited with a large group of students to visit the Dominican Republic to do some construction and relief work following the devastating Hurricane David. The hurricane hit the country with it’s full fury and devastated the already desperately poor country. 


I grew up on a farm in a small town in Minnesota where most of life went by with very few troubles. Everyone had warm homes, and education, cars, and no one went hungry. So imagine the shock when I stepped out of that plane and was bussed into the city of Santa Domingo. I had never seen or imagined poverty like I was witnessing outside that bus window. 


We stayed in an abandoned palace of the former president of the country. It too was destroyed by the hurricane but it provided us with a roof over our heads and some semblance of security. We spent our days rebuilding roofs and constructing small wooden shacks for people who were living out of cardboard houses covered in plastic sheeting. What seemed humble to us was palatial to the people we were serving.


Today we talked about a man named Saul who did not like followers of Jesus. In fact, he was downright hostile to them. One day as he was traveling he was struck down by a bright light on the road. Jesus appeared to Saul and Saul had an amazing experience that would change his life forever.


One day as we were eating in our compound a group of starving children snuck through the gate and found us eating and begged for food. We were cautioned not to feed them for fear of a riot and the children were chased away. Later that day we found them and snuck them our food and clothing. It was an event that forever changed me. I had never been confronted with something so unbelievable and desperate. I would never forget it. I was changed.
