Some of the programs that invest in
people to overcome hunger and poverty
are:

*  Nutrition programs, such as the
Supplemental Nutrition Assistance
Program (SNAP), Women, Infant and
Children (WIC) nutrition program,
and school meals, provide millions of
low-income children and families
with nutritious food. SNAP alone  »
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kept 3.6 million Americans out of
poverty in 2016.

* Humanitarian relief programs provide
lifesaving assistance following natural
and human-made disasters.

* International poverty-focused
development assistance improves
nutrition, provides access to safe water
and sanitation, and helps struggling
farm families increase production and
income. Today, fewer children around

the world are dying and more are
thriving than ever before, partly due to
our nation’s investments in nutrition
and agriculture programs.
