 7 That day David first committed to Asaph and his associates this psalm of thanks to the LORD : 
 8 Give thanks to the LORD, call on his name; 
       make known among the nations what he has done. 

 9 Sing to him, sing praise to him; tell of all his wonderful acts. 

 10 Glory in his holy name; 
       let the hearts of those who seek the LORD rejoice. 

 11 Look to the LORD and his strength; seek his face always. 

 12 Remember the wonders he has done, 
       his miracles, and the judgments he pronounced,

 31 Let the heavens rejoice, let the earth be glad; 
       let them say among the nations, "The LORD reigns!" 

 32 Let the sea resound, and all that is in it; 
       let the fields be jubilant, and everything in them! 

 33 Then the trees of the forest will sing, 
       they will sing for joy before the LORD,  for he comes to judge the earth. 

 34 Give thanks to the LORD, for he is good; his love endures forever. 

 35 Cry out, "Save us, O God our Savior; 
       gather us and deliver us from the nations, 
       that we may give thanks to your holy name, 
       that we may glory in your praise." 

 36 Praise be to the LORD, the God of Israel, 
       from everlasting to everlasting. 
      Then all the people said "Amen" and "Praise the LORD."

Additional Biblical expressions of worship include clapping or raising hands, musical instruments and choir singing, the reading, study, memorization and meditation of scripture; vows; prayer; confession of faith; communion and baptism; expressions of fellowship in Christ, etc.
