The thing about baptism


I really don’t think John the Baptist knew that thousands of years after his ministry, believers would be organized into something called denominations and that they would argue over the “proper” way to baptize people. He certainly would not have imagined that these organizations would feel so passionate about their baptismal beliefs that they would accuse each other of heresy and then split and form new groups. But that’s the way we, as adults, think. When Christ commanded us to be like children he meant for us to think simply. John implored the people to be baptized as a symbol of their repentance. It was a public demonstration that this person is now a part of God’s family. Plain and simple. Jesus commanded it. Just do it.


This Sunday we’re encouraging your kids that if they have not been baptized to talk with you about it. If that’s something you would like to do, please talk with me as we have a baptism Sunday coming on March 18 during both services. We also have one coming up sometime in July at Finley Pool. Don’t ponder it, just do it. Jesus didn’t say, “If you’re in the mood, you might think about getting baptized someday.”

(Matt 3:13-17)

What was Ole doing today? Ole was trying to baptize his toys.





Why was he trying to baptize his toys? He thought it would make them Christian toys and they would be better.  





In the Bible Story today, who was baptized?  Jesus





What happened when Jesus was baptized? God spoke to him and God’s Spirit came upon Him





What is baptism for? Baptism is a ceremony where we show everyone we are a part of God’s family.


Is the water you are baptized with special water?  No.





Do you look any different after you are baptized than before you are baptized?  No (just wet)





Why do we get baptized? Because we love God and want to obey Him and because we want to show everyone that we are a part of the family of God.





Can you baptize toys or lunches?  No.  Why not? Things cannot choose to love God or be a part of God’s family or follow God.  Only people can do that.





If you have not been baptized, and you want to be baptized, what should you do? Talk to your parents or your teacher or Pastor Scott and tell them want to get baptized.





Prayer:  Thank God that He wants all of us to be a part of his family.
