The girls took careful aim at this bully and ended up hitting him right in the face knocking him off the raft into the water prompting the lifeguards to jump in for a rescue.

History of pajamas:


The original word for pajamas is pyjamas. Pyjamas are loose, lightweight drawstring trousers tied around the waist and worn in South and West Asia.


The word "pyjama" was incorporated into the English language from Hindustani. The word originally comes from the Persian word ÇíÌÇãå Payjama meaning "leg garment.


It is thought that more damage was done by the resulting fire after the 1906 San Francisco earthquake than by the earthquake itself.
