Theme: God is with me when I am afraid.





Have you ever been camping? What is your favorite part? Do you tell stories around the camp fire? Do you like scary stories? 





What did Sven tell Ole his dreams meant? Sven said that Ole’s dream meant Ole should share his marshmallows  Why did Sven say that?  He wanted Ole’s marshmallows.





In the Bible story, what happened to Joseph?  Joseph was falsely accused and put in prison. Was Joseph angry?  Probably.





What do you do when you get into trouble?  Do you get angry?  Sad?  





When Joseph was put into prison did he sulk?  Did he get into fights? No  What did Joseph do in prison?  He continued to follow God.





Why did Joseph work hard to do good in prison?  He knew that God was with him and he wanted to honor God.





What job was Joseph given in prison?  He was put in charge of all the prisoners.





Who did Joseph get to talk to because he was put in charge of the prison?  The King’s butler and baker





Why was Joseph able to tell the butler and the baker what their dreams meant?  God gave him the ability to interpret dreams.





What happened to Joseph after the butler and the baker left the prison?  Nothing.  Even though Joseph told the butler to remember him, the butler forgot.

Here’s some strange and unusual facts we came across that we think you might find interesting and entertaining.











A Pharaoh never let his hair be seen – he would always wear a crown or a headdress called a nemes.





In order to deter flies from landing on him, Pepi II of Egypt always kept several slaves nearby whose bodies were smeared with honey.





Both Egyptian men and women wore makeup – eye paint was usually green (made from copper) or black (made from lead).  





While the use of antibiotics did not begin in the 20th century, early folk medicine included the use of moldy foods or soil for infections. In ancient Egypt, for example, infections were treated with moldy bread.





Rich Egyptians wore wigs while the other people would wear their hair long or in pig tails. Until 12, Egyptian boys had their heads shaved except for one braided lock – this was as a protection against lice and fleas.





Joseph said, “You will be Pharaoh’s butler again. Once you are free please don’t forget about me. Help me get out of jail, too.” A few days later the butler’s dream came true. He got out of jail but he forgot all about Joseph.
