Lesson 1 The Sermon on the Mount (Matthew 5-7)
Theme: Jesus teaches me how to live in God’s kingdom.
Three Words: 
	1
	Jesus talking to people
	When Jesus was grown up God gave Him a special job to do.  Jesus went and told others about God and about the Kingdom of Heaven.  The Kingdom of Heaven is made up of all of the people who love God.  That’s you and me too.  We are a part of the Kingdom of Heaven.  The Kingdom of Heaven is a little like a kingdom that is on earth.

	King on a throne
	A kingdom on earth has a king, who is in charge.

	Castle
	The king lives in a castle with many servants.

	4
	Servants of the king bowing down
	A kingdom on earth has people who do what the king tells them to.

	5
	Page of written laws
	And it has laws that the king’s people must follow.

	6
	People standing in a sunset
	In the Kingdom of Heaven God is the King.  But God doesn’t live in a castle.  He lives in heaven.  In the Kingdom of Heaven, the King’s people are all the people who love God (that’s me and you).

	Jesus teaching people
	God wants us to know how people who are a part of God’s Kingdom are supposed to live, so Jesus taught the people some rules.  

	8
	Hand writing on a scroll
	Jesus’ friends wrote these rules down and put them in the Bible so we would know how God wants us to live too.

	9
	Jesus teaching people on a hill
	One time Jesus was with a large crowd of people.  He taught them many things about the Kingdom of Heaven.  His friends wrote these things down in the Bible and we call it the Sermon on the Mount.

	Food and drink
	What are the things that Jesus taught?  Jesus told us that just like people get hungry and eat food, and are thirsty and drink water, that the people of the Kingdom of Heaven hunger and thirst for righteousness.  

	11
	Someone helping another
	The people in God’s kingdom want to do good things.  So we should always try to learn about God and about what God want us to do.

	12
	Jesus teaching
	Jesus told us that we “are the light that gives light to the world.”  What did he mean?  Jesus gave us, you and me a job.  We are the ones who tell others about God and Jesus.  I am telling you, and you can go out and tell others.

	Room with light under the bed
	Jesus said it is like a lamp in a room. You wouldn’t hide your lamp under your bed.  If you did, you wouldn’t be able to see anything in your room at night.

	14
	Lamp on a bedside table lights up the same room
	People put a lamp up high, on a ceiling or on a stand, so at night when it is dark they can see.  Jesus taught us that it is the same way in the Kingdom of Heaven.  When we go to school, or play with our friends or do our chores at home, we can shine our light so everyone can see how good God is.  How do we do that?  We can treat others the way we want them to treat us.  We can always do our best.  We can help others whenever we get the chance.  We can tell others how good God has been to us.

	Jesus praying
	Jesus also taught his friends how to pray.  This is what Jesus said, 

“This is how you should pray.     
" 'Our Father in heaven,  may your name be honored.   
10 May your kingdom come.  May what you want to happen be done  on earth as it is done in heaven.    
11 Give us today our daily bread.   
12 Forgive us our sins,  just as we also have forgiven those who sin against us.   
13 Keep us from falling into sin when we are tempted.     
Save us from the evil one.'

	Group of people listening to Jesus
	What did Jesus mean when he said all this?  Jesus wants us to pray for the things that we need each day.  Not all the things that we want, the things that we need.  He also wants us to pray that God will make us the kind of people we should be in the Kingdom of Heaven.  The kind of people who always do the things God want us to.  And the kind of people who don’t do bad things that God does not want us to do.

	Jesus teaching people 
	These are some of the things that Jesus taught his friends in the Sermon on the Mount.  You can read it all in your Bible.  It is in Matthew, chapters 5 and 6.

Theme: Jesus teaches me to tell others the good news.

	He traveled with his friends from town to town

	Jesus teaching people
	While he was in each town, Jesus taught the people about God.

	Jesus healing a small child
	He healed people who were sick with many different diseases.

	Jesus looking at a crowd of people
	When Jesus saw how many people there were who needed help.  He felt sorry for them. 

	21
	Sheep in a field
	Jesus told his friends they were like sheep who didn’t have a shepherd to look after them.

	22
	Jesus talking to his friends
	He told his friends to pray that God would send out other people to help these people.

	23
	Jesus having a meeting with his friends
	Jesus’ friends must have prayed to God because not long after this Jesus gathered his friends together and told them God wanted them to tell others about the Kingdom of Heaven just like Jesus was doing.

	24
	Jesus’ friends leaving in pairs
	Jesus sent them out 2 by 2.

	25
	Jesus’ friends talking to other people
	He told them to tell others about the Kingdom of Heaven just like he did.

	Jesus’ friends healing people
	He told them to pray for people and God would heal their sickness.

	27
	Jesus’ friends rejoicing as person is healed
	Jesus’ friends were amazed.  Many people learned about Jesus and became his friends because Jesus’ friends went out and told others about God.

	Jesus’ friends gathered around Jesus excited
	When they were done, Jesus’ friends came back and told Jesus what had happened.

	Group photo
	Jesus and his friends were happy about all the things God had done.


Lesson 3 Jesus and the Children (Mark 10:13-16)
Theme: Jesus teaches me that children are important to God.

	Jesus loves children.  How do I know this?  There is a story in the Bible, in the book of Mark, that tells us so.  Let me tell it to you.

	When Jesus was grown up God gave Him a special job to do.  Jesus went and told others about God and about the Kingdom of Heaven.

	He traveled with his friends from town to town

	Jesus teaching people

	Jesus healing a woman or man
	Many times Jesus was so busy teaching and healing people that he didn’t have time to eat or rest.

	Jesus’ friends looking
	Jesus’ friends saw this and tried to help Jesus.

	33
	Parents carrying babies and leading children
	Some parents were bringing their children to Jesus.  They wanted their children to know who Jesus was.  They also wanted Jesus to bless their children.

	34
	Jesus friends with hands up facing the parents
	But Jesus’ friends thought that Jesus was too busy to see the children.  They didn’t want Jesus wasting his time with children because they thought adults were more important than children.

	Jesus friends talking with parents
	They said to the parents, “Can’t you see Jesus is busy.  He doesn’t have time to talk to children.”

	36
	Jesus looking at camera
	When Jesus saw what his friends were doing he was angry.

	37
	Jesus talking with his friends
	He said to his friends, "Let the little children come to me. Don't keep them away. God's kingdom belongs to people like them.  You see Jesus loves children.  He doesn’t think that children are a waste of his time.

	Jesus with children
	Then the Bible tells us that Jesus “took the children in his arms. He put his hands on them and blessed them.”

	Close up of Jesus with children
	This is how I know that Jesus loves children.

	Jesus’ friends looking on as Jesus is with children
	Some adults think that children aren’t as important as adults.

	Jesus with children group photo
	But we know that Jesus loves everyone no matter what age they are.


Lesson 4 The Greatest Commandment  (Matt 22:34-40)
Theme: Jesus teaches me how to love others.

	There are many, many commandments that God gave to His people in the Bible.  This man wanted to see what Jesus said was the most important one.

	Picture of the 10 commandments
	Jesus didn’t pick one of the ten commandments.  He didn’t pick one of the many laws that God gave to Moses in the Bible.

	Close up of Jesus
	Jesus said the most important commandment is to love God with all of your heart, with all your soul and with all of your mind.  He said that was the most important thing God wants us to do.

	2nd close up of Jesus
	Then he said the second greatest commandment was like the first.  It was to love your neighbor as yourself.

	48
	People happy together
	Jesus said if everyone did these two things, then all of the other laws would be unnecessary.  Because everyone would already be doing everything God wants us to do.

	Close up of a child
	So how can we Love God with all of our heart and soul and mind?

	50
	Child reading a Bible
	We can read our Bibles so we can learn about God.  

	51
	Child praying
	We can talk to God so that we can get to know him better.

	Children playing
	How can we follow the second commandment (to love your neighbor as yourself)? We can treat others with respect.

	Child sharing with a friend
	We can share what we have with others.

	He healed people who were sick with many different diseases.

	Jesus walking with friends
	One day Jesus went to the town of Jericho.  In the town of Jericho was a man named Zacchaeus.

	Zacchaeus
	Zacchaeus was a very wealthy man but he was not popular.  Zacchaeus was a tax collector.

	Zacchaeus collecting takes at the gate of the city
	He collected taxes for the Roman Empire.  Like many tax collectors in his day, he collected more than he was supposed to.  He gave part of what he took and gave it to the Roman Emperor and took the rest and kept it for himself.

	Neighbors shunning Zacchaeus
	That was why Zacchaeus was rich.  That is also why his neighbors didn’t like him.  Zacchaeus didn’t have any good friends.

	Close up of Zacchaeus
	When Zacchaeus heard that Jesus was coming to town he decided he wanted to see Jesus.

	60
	View of a crowd of people
	But when Zacchaeus got to where Jesus was going to pass by it was very crowded.  

	61
	Zacchaeus looking at a crowd of people in front of him
	And Zacchaeus had a problem.  He was too short to see above the crowd.

	Zacchaeus right up against the crowd
	But Zacchaeus really wanted to see Jesus.  Maybe Zacchaeus knew that Jesus was a good friend.  Zacchaeus really needed a good friend.

	Zacchaeus in back of crowd facing the opposite way thinking
	So Zaccheaus came up with a plan.

	63
	Zacchaeus looking at a tree
	Zacchaeus decided he would climb up a tree.  From way up high he would be able to see Jesus when Jesus passed by. 

	64
	Zacchaeus climbing a tree
	It wasn’t easy, but Zacchaeus finally did it 

	65
	Zacchaeus sitting in a tree
	And he sat down on the branch and waited for Jesus.

	Jesus looking up into the tree that Zacchaeus is in
	When Jesus did walk by He did an amazing thing.  Jesus stopped by the tree and looked up at Zacchaeus.  Jesus was happy that Zacchaeus didn’t give up and go home when he saw that he wouldn’t be able to see above the crowd. So he said to Zacchaeus, "Zacchaeus, come down at once. I must stay at your house today."

	Zacchaeus climbed down at once

	and gladly took Jesus to his house.

	Jesus and Zacchaeus eating dinner
	Jesus ate dinner with Zacchaeus and his family that night.

	Close up of Zacchaeus talking
	Zacchaeus decided he would become a friend of Jesus.  He told Jesus, "Look, Lord! Here and now I give half of what I own to those who are poor. And if I have cheated anybody out of anything, I will pay it back. I will pay back four times the amount I took."  Was that a good and generous thing for Zacchaeus to do?  Yes it was.  This is the way God wants His people to act.

	Jesus was very happy that Zacchaeus decided to become his friend.

	One day Jesus was with his friends in the temple in Jerusalem

	Close up of temple and a box for money
	In the temple there were people who were putting gifts of money in the temple moneybox.

	A rich person putting a lot of money into the box
	Some rich people came and put in a lot of money.

	74
	An old woman putting in two coins
	But then a poor old widow walked up to the box.  She did not have a lot of money to give.  In fact, she gave only two pennies.

	Jesus watching with his friends
	Jesus and his friends saw this.  So Jesus said to his friends, "That poor widow has put in more than all the others.

	Close up of Jesus’ friends
	Jesus’ friends didn’t understand.  They saw the rich people put more money into the temple box than the poor widow.  How could Jesus say the poor widow put in more?

	Close up of Jesus
	Jesus knew his friends didn’t understand what he was saying so he explained it to them.  

	78
	Widow walking by the rich people
	Jesus said, “All of those other people gave a lot because they are rich.  But even though she is poor, the widow put in everything she had.   After she gave her two pennies, she had nothing left to live on."

	79
	Close up of the temple moneybox
	You see God doesn’t see things the way you and I do.  God doesn’t look at how much money went into the temple moneybox.  The people who put in a lot of money, they still had a lot left for themselves.

	80
	Close up of widow smiling
	But the poor widow wanted to give something to God.  Even though it was just a small amount, it was all she had and it made God very happy.

	Jesus and widow holding hands
	So next time you want to give a gift to God, don’t worry if it is just a small amount.  God doesn’t look at how much money you give, God looks at your heart.
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
