Lesson 1 The Baby in a Basket (Exodus 1:1-2:10)

Theme: God directs my life. 
	1
	Picture of Egypt or Egyptian pyramids
	The people of Israel lived in the land of Egypt.  They had been there for almost 400 years.  A long time ago Jacob the father of the people of Israel moved his family to Egypt because there was a drought (that means it didn’t rain for a long time) and they didn’t have any food to eat.  

	2
	Family picture or caravan
	When Jacob and his family moved to Egypt there were only 70 people in his family. Jacob had a large family: 12 kids and their wives and lots of grandkids and servants. This was the start of the nation of Israel.

	3
	Pharaoh looking at lots of Israelites
	But almost 400 years later there were lots of Israelites living in Egypt.  The Pharaoh of Egypt (he was the king) saw how many Israelites were in his land and he got scared.  He was afraid that they might fight against him.

	4
	Close up of Pharoah
	So he decided to do something very bad.  He made all of the Israelites his slaves and forced them to work building his cities.

	5
	Israelites building houses or making bricks
	The people of Israel didn’t like this.  They did not like being slaves for Pharaoh.  But they weren’t strong enough to fight against Pharaoh’s army.

	6
	Slave master ordering Israelites about
	Pharaoh treated them cruelly and they cried out to God for help.

	7
	Israelites praying
	So God heard the prayers of His people and sent them help by giving them a leader.  Here is what God did. 

	8
	Mom and Dad with baby
	Soon after this a baby boy was born to Amram and Jochebed who were parents of a family of Israelites in Egypt.  They were very happy they had a fine son, but they had a problem.

	9
	Dad looking out a door as Egyptian soldiers walk by.
	The Pharaoh of Egypt made a law that said the Israelites could not have any more baby boys.  So Amram and Jochebed had to hide their baby from the Pharaoh and his soldiers.

	10
	Mom trying to hide a baby
	This worked for a while, until the baby was older and began making more noise.  You know how noisy babies can be.  Jochebed was afraid that Pharaoh would find her baby boy and they would be punished.

	11
	Basket floating in water
	So one day Jochebed made a basket and covered it with tar and pitch so it would float in water.  Then she put the basket in some reeds by the river to hide the baby from Pharaoh.

	12
	Girl hiding behind a bush looking at the basket
	The baby’s sister, Miriam, stood near by to watch over the basket.

	13
	Egyptian women walking to the river
	On that day, one of the Pharaoh’s daughters went down to the river.  

	14
	Pharaoh’s daughter pointing to the basket in the river
	She saw the basket in the water and wondered what it was.  She told one of her servants to bring it to her.

	15
	Pharaoh’s daughter looking into the basket
	Inside the basket was a baby boy.

	16
	Moses’ sister looking into the camera as Pharaoh’s daughter looks at the basket
	Miriam didn’t know what to do. The Pharaoh’s daughter could have given the baby to Pharaoh’s soldiers.  I would be praying to God for help if I were her.  So what happened to the baby boy? 

	17
	Pharaoh’s daughter and the baby
	Pharaoh’s daughter liked the baby boy and decided to keep it for her own.  She named him Moses.  Moses means to draw out.  She named him Moses because she drew him out of the water and saved his life.

	18
	Moses as a boy in Pharaoh’s house
	So Moses grew up in the house of Pharaoh.  God chose Moses, from birth, for a very special job:  to save God’s people from slavery in Egypt.


Lesson 2 Moses and the Burning Bush (Exodus 2:11-4:17)

Theme: God talks to me.
	1
	Picture of Egypt or Egyptian pyramids
	The people of Israel lived in the land of Egypt.  They had been there for almost 400 years.  A long time ago Jacob the father of the people of Israel moved his family to Egypt because there was a drought (that means it didn’t rain for a long time) and they didn’t have any food to eat.  God blessed Jacob’s family until there were thousands and thousands of his children and grand children and great grand children living in Egypt.

	Close up of Pharaoh
	But Pharaoh, the king of Egypt, was afraid of the Israelites so he did a bad thing.  

	5
	Israelites making bricks
	He made all of the Israelites slaves and made them build his cities.

	6
	Slave master ordering Israelites about
	Pharaoh treated them cruelly and they cried out to God for help.  God heard the cries of His people so he sent them a deliverer.

	8
	Mom and Dad with baby
	The deliverer wasn’t a superhero or a soldier; he was a tiny baby.

	17
	Pharaoh’s daughter and the baby
	One day he was discovered by Pharaoh’s daughter and taken to live in Pharaoh’s house

	18
	Moses as a boy in Pharaoh’s house
	So Moses grew up in the house of Pharaoh.  He was chosen by God, from birth, for a very special job.  Moses was chosen to save God’s people from slavery in Egypt.

	19
	Moses leaving the palace
	When Moses was 40 years old, he left the house of Pharaoh and visited his people.  

	20
	Moses looking at workers
	He saw how hard they had to work and felt sorry for them.

	21
	Egyptian hitting a slave
	Then he saw an Egyptian hitting a slave, one of Moses’ own people.  This made Moses very angry.

	22
	Moses hitting the Egyptian
	Moses was so angry that he did a bad thing.  Moses struck the Egyptian to keep him from hurting one of Moses’ people.   But Moses struck him so hard that the Egyptian died.

	23
	Moses with a shovel
	Then to cover up what he had done, Moses buried the Egyptian’s body in the sand.

	24
	Moses looking at 2 Israelites fighting
	The next day Moses went out to see his people again.  He saw two of his people and they were fighting.  Moses tried to help them.  He said, “Why are you fighting?”

	25
	Close up of one of the men
	One of the men replied, “Who made you ruler and judge?  Are you going to kill me like you killed the Egyptian?”

	26
	Close up of Moses
	When Moses heard this he was scared.  Moses knew that Pharaoh, king of Egypt, would soon find out what he had done and that he would be punished for killing an Egyptian.

	27
	Moses running into the desert
	So Moses ran away.  He ran away into the desert where he thought he would be safe and forgotten.

	28
	Moses by a well with shepherdess and sheep
	After a long journey, Moses came to a well.  There he helped some shepherdesses water their sheep.

	29
	Moses meeting Jethro by some tents
	The shepherdesses invited Moses home with them for dinner with their father Jethro.  Moses liked Jethro and his family and they liked Moses.

	30
	Moses standing with sheep and one of Jethro’s daughters
	Moses stayed with Jethro for many years.  He was no longer a prince in Pharaoh’s palace.  Moses was a shepherd.  He took care of Jethro’s sheep.  He even married one of Jethro’s daughters, Zipporah. 

	31
	Moses by a hill with sheep
	One day, when he was about 80 years old, Moses took his sheep out to pasture on the western side of the desert, to a mountain named Horeb.

	32
	Moses looking at a burning bush
	While he was there, he saw a strange thing.  He saw a bush that was on fire.  That was not so strange.  Moses had seen that many times.  What was so strange was that the bush did not burn up.  Moses watched the bush for a long time and it did not burn up but kept on burning. 

	33
	Moses closer to the bush
	Moses wanted to see how this was happening, so he walked over to the bush.  As he came near to the bush he heard a voice.  It was the voice of God.  God spoke to Moses out of the burning bush.  God said, “Moses, Moses.”

	34
	Close up of Moses
	Moses was very surprised.  Can you imagine how you would feel if you heard God talking to you out of a burning bush?  But Moses said Here I am.”

	35
	Looking at Moses through the bush
	God told Moses that He had heard the cries of His people who were slaves in Egypt.  God told Moses He wanted him to deliver His people from slavery and the cruelty of Pharaoh.

	36
	Back of Moses looking at the bush
	But Moses didn’t want to go back to Egypt.  Moses ran away from Egypt many years ago after killing a man.  Maybe he was afraid of being punished.  So Moses tried to make excuses for why he couldn’t go.  Moses said to God, “Who am I to go to Pharaoh?  Why should he listen to me? So God said to Moses, “I will be with you.”

	37
	Looking at Moses through the bush. Moses holds up staff
	Then Moses made up a different excuse.  He said, “But what if my people, the Israelites, don’t believe that you sent me?”  So God gave Moses a sign.  God asked Moses, “What do you have in your hand.”  Moses said, “It is a staff.”  (A staff is a big stick shepherds keep to help them protect and care for the sheep.)  

	38
	Moses and snake on ground
	God said to Moses, “Throw down your staff.”  So Moses threw down his staff and it became a snake.  

	39
	Moses far away from snake
	Moses was scared of the snake and ran away.  Then God told him to pick up the snake by the tail.  

	40
	Moses picking up the staff from the ground
	Moses did and it turned back into a staff.  God told Moses by this and other signs, God’s people would believe that God had sent him.

	41
	Moses talking to bush from side
	But Moses still didn’t want to go, so he tried another excuse.  He said, “I am not good at speaking in front of people, so I can’t go.  But God wanted Moses to help his people.  God saw how badly they were suffering so he said to Moses, “I am the one who has made your mouth.  I will help you speak.”  God also told Moses that He would send Moses’ brother Aaron to help him.

	Moses walking away from the bush
	Finally Moses saw that he must do what God commanded him to do.  So he agreed to go to Egypt and free God’s people from Pharaoh.


Lesson 3 Moses Talks to Pharaoh (Exodus 4:18-5:23)

Theme: God gives me courage.
	1
	Picture of Egypt or Egyptian pyramids
	The people of Israel lived in the land of Egypt.  They had been there for almost 400 years.  A long time ago Jacob the father of the people of Israel moved his family to Egypt because there was a drought (that means it didn’t rain for a long time) and they didn’t have any food to eat.  God blessed Jacob’s family until there were thousands and thousands of his children and grand children and great, great grand children living in Egypt.

	4
	Close up of Pharaoh
	But Pharaoh, the king of Egypt, was afraid of the Israelites so he did a bad thing.  

	5
	Israelites making bricks
	He made all of the Israelites slaves and made them build his cities.

	6
	Slave master ordering Israelites about
	Pharaoh treated them cruelly and they cried out to God for help.  God heard the cries of His people so he sent them a deliverer.

	32
	Moses looking at a burning bush
	His name was Moses.  Moses had run away from Egypt 40 years earlier and was living in the desert where he took care of sheep.

	42
	Moses walking away from the bush
	So God sent Moses to Pharaoh to free God’s people from slavery and bring them to the land God had promised to Abraham.

	43
	Moses and Aaron meeting in the desert
	On his way to Egypt Moses met his brother Aaron.  Moses told Aaron all that God had said and done.  They were very happy to see each other and they both went to Egypt to see the leaders of God’s people.

	44
	Moses speaking to the leaders of Israel
	Moses told them all the things God had told him.  He showed them the sign God had given him.  He threw his staff down and it turned into a snake.  Then he picked it up and it became a staff again. 

	45
	Moses and the leaders looking at a snake on the ground
	The leaders of Israel were amazed.  They believed all that Moses had said and they were very glad that God was going to deliver them from slavery and the cruel hand of Pharaoh.

	46
	Moses and Aaron going to see Pharaoh
	After this, Moses and Aaron went to see Pharaoh.

	47
	Moses and Aaron talking to Pharaoh
	Moses and Aaron told Pharaoh that God wanted him to let God’s people leave Egypt.  They said, “Let my people go.”

	48
	Close up of Pharaoh pointing into the camera
	But Pharaoh was a very proud king.  He liked having slaves to do his work for him.  He didn’t want to let the people leave, so he said, “Who is the Lord?  Why should I obey him?  I don’t even know the Lord.  And I will not let the people go.”  Do you think that was a very good idea?  What do you think Pharaoh should have done?

	49
	Moses and Aaron talking to Pharaoh
	 Pharaoh told Moses and Aaron that he didn’t believe them.  He said that Moses and Aaron were taking the people away from their work.

	50
	Pharaoh talking to his servants
	Then Pharaoh sent Moses and Aaron away.  He said to his servants who were in charge of the Israelites,  “Make the people work harder.”  

	51
	Servants punishing the leaders of Israel
	So the servants made God’s people work harder.  They also punished the leaders because the people weren’t getting all of the work done.

	52
	Leaders talking with Moses and Aaron
	So the leaders came to Moses and Aaron and complained.  They said things are worse for us now than before.  You said God was going to help us, but now Pharaoh is mad at us and is punishing us for what you have said.

	53
	Moses praying
	Moses didn’t understand.  So he prayed and asked God why this was happening?  And God answered Moses.  God told Moses that Pharaoh was very stubborn.  God knew that Pharaoh wouldn’t let the people go so easily.  He told Moses that Pharaoh would not let the people go until God had done many great miracles.

	46
	Moses and Aaron going to see Pharaoh
	Then God told Moses to go see Pharaoh again.

	47
	Moses and Aaron talking 
	So Moses and Aaron went to see Pharaoh.  They asked him to let the people of Israel go.  Of course, Pharaoh said no.

	54
	Moses and Aaron and Pharaoh looking at snake on ground
	So Aaron threw down Moses’ staff and it became a snake.  But Pharaoh was not impressed. He called all of his magicians and asked them to do the same thing.

	55
	Magicians looking at snakes on the ground
	And they did.  Each one did a magic trick and turned their staff into a snake.  

	56
	All looking at Moses’ snake eating the last snake
	But then Moses’ snake ate up all of the other snakes.

	57
	Moses and Aaron leaving Pharaoh
	But just as God had told Moses, Pharaoh was stubborn.  He did not believe Moses and Aaron and would not let the people go.


Lesson 4 The Plagues of Egypt (Exodus 6-10)

Theme: God is powerful.
	1
	Picture of Egypt or Egyptian pyramids
	The people of Israel were slaves in the land of Egypt.

	4
	Close up of Pharaoh
	Pharaoh, the king of Egypt made them build his cities.

	6
	Slave master ordering Israelites about
	Pharaoh treated them cruelly and they cried out to God for help.  God heard the cries of His people so he sent them a deliverer.

	32
	Moses looking at a burning bush
	His name was Moses.  

	49
	Moses and Aaron talking to Pharaoh
	So God sent Moses to Pharaoh to free the people of Israel from slavery and bring them to the land God had promised to Abraham. 

	48
	Close up of Pharaoh pointing into the camera
	But Pharaoh refused to let the people go.

	53
	Moses praying
	Moses was not happy that Pharaoh would not let God’s people go but God told Moses that this would happen.  God told Moses that Pharaoh was very stubborn but it was OK that Pharaoh was so stubborn.  God would use Pharaoh’s stubbornness to show Moses, the Israelites and the Egyptians how powerful He was.  Pharaoh will not let the people go until after God sent great plagues on the land and people of Egypt.  Plagues are bad things like diseases and natural disasters.  When all the peoples of the world heard how God delivered Moses and his people from Pharaoh with a mighty hand, then all would know that the Lord is God.

	58
	Moses and Aaron going to see Pharaoh at river
	So God told Moses to go see Pharaoh at the Nile River.

	59
	Moses talking to Pharaoh at the river
	Each morning, Pharaoh and his servants went to the river to wash.  Moses met him there and told him what God had said.  He told Pharaoh that since he did not let God’s people go then God would punish him and all of the land of Egypt.

	60
	Aaron hitting the river with his staff and the water is red
	Then Aaron struck the water of the river with Moses’ staff and instantly it was changed into blood.  The whole Nile River was turned into blood.  The people of Egypt could no longer drink the water… and it smelled really bad.  Can you imagine what it was like?

	61 & 61a
	Pharaoh at the river with magicians holding bowls
	Pharaoh called his magicians.  He told them to do the same thing Moses did.  So they did a magic trick where they changed a small bowl of water into blood.  So Pharaoh was not impressed.

	62
	Close up of Pharaoh
	And he refused to let God’s people go.

	63
	Moses talking to Pharaoh
	Moses again went to Pharaoh and asked him to let God’s people go.  Pharaoh refused.

	64
	Aaron holding up his staff over the land of Egypt and frogs all over
	So this time God told Moses to have his brother Aaron stretch out his hand over the land of Egypt.  And when he did, the whole land was filled with frogs.  Frogs came up out of the rivers and ponds and canals all over Egypt.  There were frogs everywhere.  There were so many frogs that you could hardly walk without stepping on one.

	65
	Frogs in a bedroom
	They were in the people’s kitchens and in their bedrooms and on their pillows.  What do you think it would be like to have frogs in your shoes, or in your bed, or in your cereal? 

	66
	Pharaoh with magicians in palace with frogs all over and a frog in a magicians hand
	Again, Pharaoh asked his magicians to do the same thing that Moses did.  Pharaoh’s magicians did a magic trick where they made a few frogs appear.  So Pharaoh was not impressed.  He refused to let God’s people go.

	67
	Moses and Aaron in Pharaoh’s palace with frogs
	But a few days later Pharaoh was so sick of all of the frogs that he called Moses and Aaron and told them he would let God’s people go, if Moses would take all of the frogs away.

	68
	Close up of Moses and Aaron talking to Pharaoh with frogs
	Moses told Pharaoh he would pray to God and God would stop bringing frogs to Egypt.  And he did.

	69
	Close up of Pharaoh outside his palace with heaps of frogs in the background
	But the next day, but when the frogs were gone, Pharaoh changed his mind and he wouldn’t let God’s people go.

	70
	Aaron hitting the ground with staff and the ground black with gnats
	So God sent another plague on Pharaoh and the land of Egypt.  He sent swarms of gnats.  Aaron hit the ground with Moses’ staff and the dust turned into gnats that covered everything, from cattle in the fields to Pharaoh in his palace.

	71
	Pharaoh in his palace covered with gnats talking with his magicians
	Pharaoh asked his magicians to do the same thing, but this time they could not.  They told Pharaoh that God was the only one who could do something like this.  But Pharaoh was stubborn and he wouldn’t let God’s people go.

	72
	Moses and Aaron talking to Pharaoh with flies covering all the Egyptians
	So the next thing God sent to Egypt was... flies.  Who here likes flies?  God sent clouds and clouds of flies across the land of Egypt.  But this plague was different.  In the other plagues, the people of Israel, God’s people, had to share.  They had frogs in their houses and gnats in their eyes and noses.  But this time God told Pharaoh it was going to be different.  The flies would cover the land of Egypt, but not where the Israelites lived.  Their land would be free of flies.

	73
	Land of Goshen where there are no flies
	And that is what happened.  Flies filled all of Egypt, except the part where the people of Israel lived.  Their houses were free from flies.  But did Pharaoh let God’s people go?  No he did not.

	74
	Cows fallen over with legs up in the air
	So God sent a 5th plague on Pharaoh and the land of Egypt.  This time all of Pharaoh’s cattle fell sick and many died.  But Pharaoh was still stubborn and he refused to let God’s people go.

	75
	Pharaoh in his palace with everyone covered in boils
	So God sent a 6th plague: Boils.  Pharaoh and all of the Egyptian people got sick with big sores on their bodies.  But still Pharaoh refused to let God’s people go.

	76
	Land of Egypt covered in hail stones with animals knocked over
	So God sent a big hailstorm on the land of Egypt.  The hailstones were so big, that if anyone or any animal was caught out in the field they were killed by the hail.

	77
	Close up of Pharaoh looking at the damage from his palace
	Do you think that Pharaoh changed his mind?  No he did not.  He still wanted God’s people to be his slaves and do his work for him.  So he would not let them go.

	78
	Locusts covering the land of Egypt with dead trees
	So God sent a swarm of locusts to Pharaoh.  A locust is an insect that looks like a grasshopper.  Locusts eat plants.  When God sent the plague of locusts to Egypt, he sent so many that they covered every plant and tree and bush in Egypt.  And they ate every leaf and every stalk.  When they were done, there was nothing green growing in all of Egypt.  But still, Pharaoh refused to let God’s people go.

	79
	Blank slide
	So once again God sent a plague on Egypt, the 9th plague.  This time God sent darkness over the land.  It was so dark you couldn’t see your hand in front of your face.  It was a darkness that could be felt.  For three whole days no one could see anything.  They couldn’t even go out of their houses it was so dark.  

	80
	Normal day in a town with one side of the slide black and a child pointing to the blackness
	But in the land where God’s people lived there was light.  Now, imagine you lived in Egypt as a slave for Pharaoh.  And imagine you saw all of these miracles.  The frogs, the gnats, the flies, the hailstones, the locusts and the darkness.  Do you think you would have thought that your God was powerful?  Do you think that you might have though that your God could do anything?  I know I would have.  And you know what is amazing?  The God who did all of those miracles in Egypt for Moses and the Israelites is our God.  The same God we pray to every day.  He is still powerful and He can still do miracles. There is nothing too hard for our God.

	81
	Pharaoh standing pointing at Moses and Aaron
	Once again Moses went to Pharaoh.  He asked Pharaoh to let God’s people go and once again Pharaoh refused.  But this time Pharaoh was angry, very angry.  He told Moses to leave the palace and never come back.

	82
	Moses pointing back at Pharaoh
	Moses told Pharaoh he would never see him again.  Moses knew this because God told Moses there was only one plague left.  And after this last terrible plague, Pharaoh would finally let God’s people go.  This last plague was the 10th plague and we will talk about it next week.

	Picture of Egypt or Egyptian pyramids
	The people of Israel were slaves in the land of Egypt.

	4
	Close up of Pharaoh
	Pharaoh, the king of Egypt made them build his cities.

	6
	Slave master ordering Israelites about
	Pharaoh treated them cruelly and they cried out to God for help.  God heard the cries of His people so he sent them a deliverer.

	32
	Moses looking at a burning bush
	His name was Moses.  

	49
	Moses and Aaron talking to Pharaoh
	So God sent Moses to Pharaoh to free the people of Israel from slavery and bring them to the land God had promised to Abraham.  Moses told Pharaoh that God commanded him to let His people go.

	48
	Close up of Pharaoh pointing into the camera
	But Pharaoh refused to let the people go.  God wanted Pharaoh to change his mind so He sent terrible plagues on the people and land of Egypt.  (Plagues are diseases or natural disasters)  God did this to show all the people of the earth how powerful He is.

	60
	Aaron hitting the river with his staff and the water is red
	So first God turned the Nile river into blood.

	62
	Close up of Pharaoh
	Pharaoh saw this.  He saw how powerful God was, but did Pharaoh let God’s people go?  No, he didn’t.

	64
	Aaron holding up his staff over the land of Egypt and frogs all over
	So then God sent a plague of frogs.  Frogs covered the land of Egypt.

	62
	Close up of Pharaoh
	Did Pharaoh let God’s people go?  No he didn’t.  So God sent more plagues.

	70
	Aaron hitting the ground with staff and the ground black with gnats
	God sent gnats that covered the land.

	72
	Moses and Aaron talking to Pharaoh with flies covering all the Egyptians
	Then he sent flies; clouds of flies everywhere.  But still Pharaoh refused to let God’s people go.

	74
	Cows fallen over with legs up in the air
	So God sent a sickness to all of the cattle.

	75
	Pharaoh in his palace with everyone covered in boils
	Then God sent boils, a kind of sickness to all of the Egyptians.

	76
	Land of Egypt covered in hail stones with animals knocked over
	Next, God sent a big hailstorm on the land of Egypt.  The hailstones were so big, that if anyone or any animal was caught out in the field they were killed by the hail.

	78
	Locusts covering the land of Egypt with dead trees
	Pharaoh still refused to let God’s people go, so God sent locusts on the land of Egypt.  The locusts ate up all the plants.

	79
	Blank slide
	Next God sent darkness.  It was a darkness so deep you could feel it.  But even though Pharaoh saw all these things, he was stubborn and refused to let the people go.

	80
	Pharaoh pointing at Moses and Aaron
	God sent 9 plagues on the land of Egypt and still Pharaoh’s heart was hard and he wouldn’t let God’s people go.  So God told Moses that he was going to send one more plague on the land of Egypt.  This plague would be so terrible that Pharaoh would finally change his mind and let God’s people go.  

	81
	Close up of Moses
	For the last plague, God told Moses that the oldest son of every Egyptian family would get sick and die. This would happen in one night.  But God didn’t want any of the people of Israel to be harmed, so he told Moses what the people had to do.

	82
	Moses talking to his people
	God told Moses to have every family to get together and have a special meal with lamb.  He told Moses to have the people take some of the lamb’s blood and put it on the front door of their houses:  on the sides and top of the doorframe.  Then they were to eat the special meal.  

	83
	People listening to Moses
	Moses also told them that they should get ready to leave Egypt tonight.  He told them to pack all of their things and put on their coats and their shoes.  After 400 years in Egypt, they were finally going home to the land God promised them.

	84
	People packing for a journey
	And that is what they did. They packed up all of their things, put on their coats and shoes and got ready to leave Egypt.

	85
	People preparing a meal 
	Then every family killed a lamb and roasted it for a special dinner.  Then they took the blood and put it on the front doors of their houses.

	86
	Land of Egypt at night

	You see, a lamb died instead of the oldest son.  Its blood was shed, so that the oldest son could live.  That is why Jesus is called the Lamb of God.  Jesus’ blood was shed for me and for you so that when we die we can go to heaven and live with God.

	So the Lord passed over the houses of the Israelites.  That is why we call this the Passover.  Jewish families still celebrate this holiday each year with a special meal to give thanks to God for what He has done.

	Pharaoh treated them cruelly and they cried out to God for help.  God heard the cries of His people so he sent them a deliverer.

	Moses looking at a burning bush
	His name was Moses.  

	49
	Moses and Aaron talking to Pharaoh
	So God sent Moses to Pharaoh to free the people of Israel from slavery and bring them to the land God had promised to Abraham.  Moses told Pharaoh that God commanded him to let His people go.

	But Pharaoh refused to let the people go.  God wanted Pharaoh to change his mind so He sent terrible plagues on the people and land of Egypt. 	So God sent a sickness to all of the cattle.

	But after a few days, Pharaoh began to regret he had let the Israelites go.  He thought to himself, “Who will build my cities and do my work now that my slaves are gone?

	So Pharaoh came up with a plan.  He gathered up all of his chariots and commanded his army to assemble.  Pharaoh’s plan was to attack the Israelites and drive them back to Egypt so they could be his slaves again.

	When the people of Israel saw the Egyptians coming they cried out to God for help.

	People talking to Moses
	Some of them came to Moses and complained.  They said, “What have you done?  It would have been better to say in Egypt than to die in the desert.”

	But Moses said to them, “Don't be afraid. Stand firm. You will see how the Lord will save you today. The Lord will fight for you."

	Moses stretching his hands over the Red Sea
	So Moses stretched out his hand over the waters of the Red Sea and

	The waters of the Red Sea parted
	God parted the waters so the Israelites could walk through on dry land.

	101
	People of Israel crossing the Red Sea
	So the Lord made a way for the people of Israel to escape Pharaoh’s army.  All of the people and their animals crossed the Red Sea on dry ground and were saved from Pharaoh.

	102
	Pharaoh watching as his chariots enter the Red Sea
	When the Egyptians saw the Israelites cross the sea on dry land they decided to follow them.  So they drove their chariots into the sea.  They were going to attack the Israelites on the other side.

	Egyptian chariots crossing the Red Sea
	But the Lord saw what the Egyptians were going to do and he protected His people.  

	104
	Pharaoh on one side of the sea looking at the waters and helmets and swords floating on the water
	God caused the waters to return to the sea and the Egyptian army was destroyed.
