Have you ever broken something and had to pay for it?


Why was Ole unhappy? He didn’t like his job.  He wanted to work in the tasting room.





What did Ole do because he was unhappy about his job?  He complained to Grandpa.





What happened when Ole complained?  Grandpa made his work harder. Was that fair for Grandpa to do that?


Why were the people of Israel so unhappy? They were slaves of Pharaoh in Egypt.





What did they do? They cried out to God and asked Him to help them.





Did God help them? Yes What did God do to help the people of Israel? God sent Moses to talk to Pharaoh and tell Pharaoh to let God’s people go.





What happened the first time Moses and Aaron talked to Pharaoh? Pharaoh got mad and punished the people of Israel by making them work harder.





When Moses and Aaron went back and talked with Pharaoh the second time what happened? Moses performed a miracle but Pharaoh hardened his heart and refused to let the people go.

The first frozen dessert is credited to Emperor Nero of Rome. It was a mixture of snow (which he sent his slaves into the mountains to retrieve) and nectar, fruit pulp and honey.

The first ice cream parlor in America opened in New York City in 1776.

Italo Marchiony sold his homemade ice cream from a pushcart on Wall Street. He reduced his overhead caused by customers breaking or wandering off with his serving glasses by baking edible waffle cups with sloping sides and a flat bottom. He patented his idea in 1903.





Pastor Scott’s first real job was at Bridgeman’s Ice Cream Parlor in Buffalo, Minnesota. He made the handsome sum of $2.10 an hour. His first big purchase with his earnings was a new pair of skis and boots.
